Notice of Race (NoR)

1 RULES

1.1 The event is governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2 The US Sailing prescription Appendix U applies and is modified as follows:
In U5 the word “adequate” is deleted.

1.3 The first sentence of RRS 44.1 is modified to read as follows:

“A boat racing on Circle 2 may take a One-Turn penalty when she may have broken one or
more rules of Part 2 in an incident while racing.”

1.4 In order to inform the protestee boats are not required to display a red flag. This changes RRS
61.1.a.2.

VENUE
Racing will take place on the Jordanelle Reservoir in Jordanelle State Park Utah. Race
Headquarters will be in the area of the Personal Watercraft Ramp.

COURSES

in the Sailing Instructions).

SCORING

Scoring will be in accordance with RRS Appendix A.

One race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

Scores will be reported using Clubspot software, accessible at Attps.//theclubspot.com

CHARTERED OR LOANED BOATS

A chartered or loaned boat may carry national letters or a sail number in contravention of her
class rules, provided that the race committee has approved her sail identification before the
first race.
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RISK STATEMENT
RRS 3 states: ‘The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue to
race is hers alone.” By participating in this event each competitor agrees and acknowledges
that sailing is a potentially dangerous activity with inherent risks. These risks include strong
winds and rough seas, sudden changes in weather, failure of equipment, boat handling errors,
poor seamanship by other boats, loss of balance on an unstable platform and fatigue resulting
in increased risk of injury. Inherent in the sport of sailing is the risk of permanent,
catastrophic injury or death by drowning, trauma, hypothermia or other causes.
PRIZES
Prizes will be given as follows:
For each series:

e A keeper trophy will be awarded to the first placed boat.

e Ifthere are 5 or more entries, a keeper trophy shall also be awarded to the second

placed boat.
e Ifthere are 8 or more entries, a keeper trophy shall also be awarded to the third placed
boat.
